Before the game:

— All resident-student lots and other lots/spaces reserved for IPTAY must be cleared 12 hours before kickoff time for each home football game. For this week’s game, lots must be cleared by 1 a.m. Saturday, Sept. 20. 

—  Parking regulations for home football games supersede all other parking regulations.

—  Visitors may not park overnight in reserved parking lots prior to the game, except for the IPTAY motor home area which requires a special IPTAY permit.

—  Parking lots open at 6 a.m. for noon and 1 p.m. games and at 8 a.m. for all other kickoff times.
 
—  Employees leaving personal vehicles on campus while traveling should be familiar with the football schedule to avoid parking in reserved lots on game days and being towed.

—  All federal, state and university vehicles are to be moved to an east campus perimeter parking lot 12 hours prior to all home varsity football games.

Where to park on game days:

—  IPTAY members
If you have an IPTAY permit, you park in the space or lot IPTAY assigns you to.

—  Students
If you are a student and you do not have an IPTAY permit,  you park in P-1, C-1 or Kite Hill.

—  Non-IPTAY fans
If you hold a ticket for the game but you do not have an IPTAY permit, you park in free general public parking or you pay to park at  the Clemson YMCA on S.C. 93 or at various church and business lots in downtown Clemson.

—  Visiting parents
If you are a visiting parent but you do not have an IPTAY permit, you park in free general public parking or you pay to park at  the Clemson YMCA on S.C. 93 or at various church and business lots in downtown Clemson.

—  Employees
If you are an employee who is required to work on game day and you do not have an IPTAY permit, you park in E-6, E-15, Barre visitor parking or McMillan Road.

After the game:

Parked cars must be vacated from the following areas within two hours of the conclusion of the game:

* Walker Golf Course practice range off Old Stadium Road 
* Areas adjacent to aquaculture and fisheries ponds in the Calhoun Bottoms 
* Rugby field, known as IPTAY Lot 13, bordered by SC Hwy 93 and East Bank Road

Resident students who move their vehicles to P-1, C-1 and Kite Hill must vacate these areas and return their vehicles to resident-student lots by noon on Sundays following home games.
